Knowledge of Sign Language

In Thailand, Thai is Official language and National
language. Thailand has another indigenous language; this is
Thai Sign Language. It is in use throughout Thailand by
thousands of Thai Deaf people. Sign Language is a Deaf
person's first language. Many people think that sign language
is one international language and/or that it is merely a manual
version of the spoken and written language. This however is
not the case. Each sign language has it's own syntax and
grammar as does each spoken language. Therefore, executing
a sign correctly is equally as important as pronouncing a word
correctly. For accurate, clear "pronunciation" in sign language
careful attention must be given to slight distinctions in these
vital components: handshape, palm orientation, location, body
movement, rhythm, and facial expression. In order 10
communication in sign language most effectively all of these
components need to be incorporated into the signs and
sentences according to the structure of the sign language. To
emphasize the seriousness of each of these components
being executed correctly, if a single handshape is varied even
slightly, it may become a different sign having an entirely
different meaning. With this information in mind, it is clear that
learning to form and execute signs and sentences property is
the only way to send the correct message in Thai Sign
Language.
